6. SPEED SURVEY MAXEY RD (PC Norm McCallum) 
Results circulated to councilors. In summary 25.37% of vehicles monitored traveling North exceeded the 

30MPH speed limit and 21.58% of those traveling South exceeded the limit. More random Police speed
checks will be done in this area and other locations within the village. Work is ongoing to purchase LCD
Speed Monitoring Equipment for use within our Ward, which will result in penalty notices being served on
 those found exceeding the set speed limits. Thanks go to PC Norm for his continued help in this matter. 
7. BUILD OUT REMOVAL (Glinton Rd in front of the railway crossing)
Following a full discussion a proposal by Cllr. Dobson and seconded by Cllr. Topper to retain the Build Out was defeated on a majority vote. A proposal from Cllr. Mrs. Morton and seconded by Cllr. Britton to request removal of this Build Out and to invite PCC Highways to suggest an alternative measure to slow the traffic in this location as opposed to completely stopping its flow was carried by a majority vote.
