7. PETERBOROUGH’S PLANNING POLICIES & SITE ALLOCATIONS DEVELOPMENT PLANNING DOCUMENTS CONSULTATION – No changes proposed to Helpston village envelop. However 3 sites have been requested for inclusion named H083, H084 & H085. The parish council would object to the inclusion of any of these areas. It was agreed for the Chair to respond to this effect by letter. In addition, Chair to prepare an information notice to be delivered to all properties that would be affected by the inclusion of any of these sites for potential development. A poster highlighting area presentations for these plans has been placed on the noticeboard.

SAFETY ISSUES ON MARHOLM / UFFORD ROAD – RM Following a second fatal accident in this area last month, Council agreed that the safety issues on this road need further investigation – in particular the speed of traffic & poor visibility at the junctions caused by hedges & trees & poor sited signs. Agreed for Clerk to arrange meeting for RM, CB, PCC Highways & Police as soon as possible. 
10. VILLAGE SHOP / POST OFFICE UPDATE – the Chair advised that S Topper is willing to oversee the temporary Post Office facility. Agreed Clerk to contact the Post Office to discuss this further and advise the mobile facility could be sited in the lay by outside the existing shop or behind the Exeter Arms Public House. The Exeter Arms are currently looking at suppliers, building requirements & planning possibilities in providing a shop facility.
