2. MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING: approved by the Council and signed by the Chair. 
3. TARMAC PRESENTATION P Baines & A Baker gave an overview of the proposed planning application from Tarmac for an extension to the South of the existing quarry. The existing access for all vehicles including HGV will remain unchanged. Once started, the new extraction will take 11.5years to complete. Plans were outlined for the proposed restoration of the site after this time, which will include agricultural land, wildlife lagoons, footpaths & fishing lakes. Our thanks go to Alan and Polly for taking the time to attend our meeting.
4A. THE POST OFFICE As residents are aware, the Local shop & Post Office ceased trading on 20.09.08 without any prior notice. The Chair read out correspondence with Londis and the Post Office. The Post Office would consider supplying a temporary Post Office Mobile facility if a suitable trained individual wished to apply to take responsibility for this position. Several people have indicated that they would consider this position. 
Clerk to prepare notice for the notice board to ask residents to contact the Parish Council (or Post Office direct) if they can volunteer any input or service to a temporary facility, or indeed if they wish to make any further suggestions.

In addition, the owners of the Exeter Arms Public House are very keen to look into the possibility of providing a new village shop & Post Office by converting their Barn. They are currently asking residents to sign their list of supporters in order to see if this initiative is viable.
