It was noted that the application to construct the New Warehouse on site (08/00512/FUL conditions 8 & 9) insists on contamination sampling & decontamination scheme to be prepared. Agreed Clerk to contact PCC Planners to ascertain the effect on the large Arborfield Mill Development and the Ram Dyke, if  contamination is found.

5. MOVE 30 MPH LIMIT TO KINGS ST AND EAST OF THE LEVEL CROSSING ON GLINTON ROAD. Following discussions, the following resolutions were agreed – 
1. Due to the nature of the junction at Kings St, the close proximity to the Garden Centre & Garage, the problems of poor access for the large delivery lorries, the development at 38-40 West St and the speed of traffic beyond the current speed restriction on West St, Clerk to write to Highways to request the 30 MPH speed limit should be extended to Kings Street.
2. Due to the speed of traffic East of the Crossing on Glinton Rd in close proximity to the Farm, Clerk to write to Highways to request Road Signage by Elm Farm for ‘Slow moving vehicles’ / ‘Farm vehicles’.

3. It was also agreed to wait for the results of the Annual Parish Resolution Traffic Survey (currently under investigation by P Tebb -PCC Highways), before discussing the possibility of extending the 30MPH limit east of the level crossing on Glinton Rd.
